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Compere notes that the recent rain has impacted disastrously on Cherry crops this year. Caroline Styles(*), Orchard Owner, Glenrowan, said this year's harvest is the worst in 50 years. She stresses that the hot weather does not let the cherries ripen quickly enough and that while the taste of this year's harvest will be good, consumers should expect smaller cherries. She comments that overall production will be down one third and that Orchardists are finding conditions tough due to the drought. Cherry Growers in Chiltern have been suffering also but for different reasons; the cold snap lead to poor pollination which reduced crop yields by around 50% compared to 2009. Andrew Plunkett, Deputy Chairman, Fruit Growers Victoria, says that cherries becoming more expensive this year due to lighter crops is a real possibility'.
